St. Johns County School District is proud of the academic successes achieved at Ketterlinus this year, which received a school grade of “A”.  Florida has arguably the most rigorous standards in the nation for defining Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP), often creating some confusion and lack of comparison with the state of Florida’s accountability system.   Ketterlinus Elementary School receives federal Title I funds to assist students in meeting state achievement standards and has been identified as a Correct I school.
