Call to Order:
A meeting of the Ketterlinus School Advisory Council was held in Ocean Room on Tuesday, October 18, 2011.  Rachel Smolek called the meeting to order at 7:45 am. Amanda Strange recorded the minutes for this meeting. 
Minutes review of September meeting:

A.  Finance Report- Rachel Smolek went over our SAC account and after spending $50.00 on posters for the common language in our school, $54.02 for the frames for these posters and $29.47 on refreshments we have a balance of $2,808.36 in our SAC account.

Old Business: 
A.  Recognition Money Committee- Ketterlinus formed a representative group to decide how the School Recognition Funds would be spent at our school.  They met and formed a ballot for teachers to vote on.  (attached)
B. Recognition Money Distribution Ballot- This ballot, created by Ketterlinus Representative group, was distributed to SAC members.  It was motioned to approve by Vanessa Townsend and seconded by Yvonne Ross.  The ballot will be brought to the faculty and staff for a vote on the distribution of the recognition money.
New Business:
A.  Employee Observation- Beth Upchurch, literacy coach, discussed new evaluation method for teachers that the district has adopted.  The school district adopted the Marzano Method and it has 41 different elements that teachers will be evaluated on.  Kathy Tucker, principal, is now required to observe teachers 18 times per semester and evaluate them on these design elements.
B. School Wide Trainings- Beth Upchurch described her new job as our literacy coach. She discussed that part of her job is to coach teachers on these design elements teachers will be evaluated on.  She holds trainings monthly and also coaches teachers after their evaluations on how they can improve etc. Teachers are also provided with a “Data and Dialog Day” to discuss, as a grade level team, the findings of their students testings and how to use this information to improve and support their teaching.  SAC Members were interested in a parent workshop to discuss this new Marzano evaluation system.
