We anticipated 420 students, but new students are still enrolling for the year. All Pro Dads is taking place on Wednesdays and can include individuals who aren’t necessarily a dad. Inservice day is this Friday, so no school for students. SOL is currently being set up and it has been busy, but they have been very gracious. With the 100-year celebration this year, we are looking for members to be on a committee to help plan and put together some events. Clubs are starting and continuing to be added. They are fee-based this year with the ESSR funding going away. Kindergarten switcharoo feedback- teachers really liked it and parents were mixed on how they liked it. We will survey later in the year to get a pulse on the parents.
